Cleveland Museum of Natural History  

 

 Join us in a very 

special evening with 

Greg Miller as he talks 

about his “big year” in 

birding. Greg has been 

birding for almost 50 

years and in all 50 

states.  He was formerly 

on the board of direc-

tors for Southern Mary-

land Audubon Society 

and the board of direc-

tors for the Ohio Orni-

thological Society. 

 In 1998 he did a Big 

Year in an effort to see as many species of birds as possi-

ble in one calendar year.  Greg and two other birders 

broke the 700 mark.  Their individual stories, as well as 

their competition, were documented in Mark Obmascik's 

bestselling book, The Big Year.  The book became the 

basis for a movie of the same name which was released in 

October. Stars included Jack Black, Steve Martin, and 

Owen Wilson.  Greg was the birding consultant for this 

film. 

 Greg will relate how he got started in birding, his early 

birding years with his dad, what motivated him to do a big 

year, and how that quest became chronicled in first a book 

and then a movie. Greg will also share his experiences as 

a bird consultant on the set.
