Saturday May 15: 9:00 A.M.

Blue and Gold Walk

(Meet at the train depot next to the Station Road parking lot by
heading south for about ¥2 mile on Riverview Road off of State
Route 82 in Brecksville. Turn east onto Station Road at the
bottom of the hill.)

No, this is not Maize and Blue. (but U of M fans are
welcome.) We will be searching for the diminishing
population of Cerulean Warblers who share the habitat
with Yellow-Throated Warblers. Due to loss of habitat on
both its wintering grounds and breeding range the
Cerulean Warbler population is drastically reduced.
Come and have a look and listen before they are gone.
We are at the extreme northern edge of the Yellow-
throated Warbler’s range and it is unusual to find them
breeding in our area. As it turns out these two species are
neighbors and can sometimes be found in the same tree!
Last year we watched a bold Prothonotary Warbler show
off his luminescent yellow-orange hood. There is likely
to be a Scarlet Tanager and a Gray Catbird nearby
sealing this as a true “Buckeye” walk.

Friday, June 4, 7:30 P.M.

Phantom of the Woods

(Meet at the Audubon Sanctuary parking lot on the South side
of Pioneer Trail ¥z mile east of Page Road in Aurora.)

Have you heard the beautiful, ethereal, downward
spiraling song of the Veery? Many of us wonder who is
singing that mysterious, disembodied, summer song at
dusk. Most of us never get the chance to see this
reclusive thrush, but it is nesting right here in our area.
This flautist is actually singing a duet with itself and it

Otters are around and have been seen at the Aurora
Wetlands Park. Join us for an evening walk to view these
gregarious critters in their natural habitat. We may also
catch a glimpse of Beaver, Coyote, and Great Horned
Owls not to mention numerous Willow Flycatchers. This
large wetland area connects to Twinsburg’s wetland
parks and to Tinker’s Creek State Park. With such a large
natural wetland, there is often a surprise along the trail.

Friday, August 20, 7:30 P.M.

Late Summer Evening Hike

(Meet at the Audubon Novak Sanctuary Parking lot on the east
side of Townline Road about a mile north of State Route 82 in
Aurora.)

Accompanied by an almost full moon, we will observe
the daytime fauna preparing for sleep, hear the bird’s call
-to-roost songs, and note the stirrings of the creatures of
the night. Twilight is an excellent time to observe
wildlife as the daytime animals grab their last snack
before they bed down for the night and the night animals
awake to breakfast. Make sure to wear mosquito repellant
as the gals will be hungry, and take your allergy meds as
the fields will be in full bloom. We have heard both Great
Horned Owls and Barred Owls at this location.
